PUBLIC COMMENT – Resident Robert Scheib from 51 Brooklyn Street and 
Maria Williams from 52 Brooklyn Street came before the Board to discuss the Brooklyn 
Street Bridge Reconstruction.  Mr. Scheib explained that there is a very large half dead 
tree located on the property of 52 Brooklyn Street in the same area that the County will 
be when working on the Brooklyn Street Bridge.  He stated that the tree is a safety issue 
at this time and would like to have the Village remove it before any work is done on the 
bridge, he also stated that recently engineers have been taking some measurements and 
pictures of the bridge, and during one of these visits he spoke with one of the engineers 
and they reported that work on the bridge would begin after Labor Day.  Mr. Scheib 
publicly requested to have a meeting with the Board and several interested residents of 
Brooklyn Street along with Erie County to work out some engineering issues before the 
project begins.  Lastly he suggested budgeting for the repaving of Brooklyn Street within 
the next few years.
