 Chief of Police – Submitted to the Board his report and the schedule for August 
2010 along with the schedule for September 2010.  Daniel Harris has been scheduled for 
his physical and agility test with the County and Chief Lauricella will set up an interview 
within a week.  Chief Lauricella reported that the Thursday night car shows are done for 
the year but the ACS Football games have begun.  The newer patrol car had a 
transmission overheat which was addressed, also had a battery failure and the battery was 
replaced. Snow tires have been ordered.  Lastly, Chief Lauricella requested an executive 
session to discuss personnel. 
   
 Superintendent of Public Works – The Board received copies of Superintendent 
Kowalik’s August 2010 report.  He reported the following:  installed new switch, 
continued D. I. cleaning and rebuilding in the Village, installed new handicap 
parking/van access and stripping at the Village Hall, made sewer plant repairs, Dump 
truck #8 is currently being sandblasted, with primer mid-coat & top coat for rust proofing 
applied and a “slide in sander” installed for the upcoming winter.  Electric Truck #10 has 
a slight fluid leak in the transmission, lastly Superintendent Kowalik attended the 
Emergency Management work shop for FEMA  
 
 VRI – Environmental Services – Ken Scherrieble submitted his report to the 
Board.  Mr. Scherrieble reported that: the Sewer plant had good flow numbers below 
200,000, replaced roof on building at the Sewer Plant with a rubber roof, and started 
rebuilding the secondary clarifier also at the plant, continued painting, patching and 
mowing.
