RESOLUTION ACCEPTING EASEMENT TO REINHARDT ROAD CUL-DE
SACS, FOR DEDICATION TO THE TOWN OF ALDEN

WHEREAS, certain parcels of land adjacent to the Reinhardt Road CSX
Transportation Railroad have been ordered closed by the State of New York
Department of Transportation and further ordered for dedication to the Town of
Alden for highway purposes by the New York State Department of
Transportation; the leaseholder of said land as shown on an Appropriation Map
tield with the Erie County Clerk on May 22, 2009 at Liber 11161 of Deeds at page
9205; and

WHEREAS, the Highway Superintendent and Town Engineer have
recommended acceptance of said parcel for dedication for highway purposes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS THAT:

1. The Alden Town Board agrees to accept the deed of easement of the said
cul-de-sacs and directs the same to be recorded the same in the Erie
County Clerk’s Office; and

2. This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

The foregoing Resolution was duly put to a roll call vote at a regular meeting on
March 7, 2011, and was unanimously adopted.

Engineer Metzger will follow up with Councilman Snyder regarding the boiler.

Code Enforcement Officer Chris Snyder said he is awaiting a call from the Erie County
Home and Infirmary regarding a walk through inspection he will do with Michael
Fleming.

Supervisor Smith reported that the Master Plan Implementation Committee met last
Thursday, discussed some of the issues they are working on. They discussed the Erie
County Home and Infirmary and the future of that facility. The Town is concerned what
will happen with the building, as the County does not appear to have any future use for
the property. Discussed some possible changes to the zoning on Broadway, east of the
Village line out to Countyline Road. March 15, 2011 Legislator Dino Fudoli will be at
the Alden Town Hall to conduct an outreach program, 2:30 P.M.-4:30 P.M.
