Advertiser re FIRE CONTRACTS. Supervisor Smith explained the Contract. Thisisa
three (3) year Contract — as of Jan. 2009 each of the Companies will receive $128,828.90
—noincreasein 2010 and in 2011 they will receive $131,405.48 each. They will receive
$5,000 for a Joint Training Program. The Town will make a contribution to the Village
of 40% for their Service Award Program.

The Supervisor opened the Floor for discussion.

James Guarino/North Road questioned how the figures are based on calls — Crittenden
does not have as many calls. Supervisor Smith stated that Crittenden has a Mutual Aid
Agreement with the Village of Alden that they respond to EM S Calls that the Village
receives and New Y ork State requires an Audit for this and we receive a copy each year.



After al those wishing to be heard, were heard, Councilwoman Riddoch moved and
Councilman Weber seconded the Motion to call the Public Hearing to aclose at 7:09 PM.

Councilwoman Riddoch moved and Councilman Weber seconded the Motion to enter
into the 7:10 PM Public Hearing.

The Town Clerk read the Notice of Public Hearing that was published in the Alden
Advertiser re WINDMIL LAW.

Supervisor Smith stated that this Public Hearing referred primarily to changes Section 6
of the Windmill Law. The Floor was opened for discussion. There was alengthy
discussion between the Supervisor, Engineer and the following; Robert Wohlgemuth,
Ronald Gardner, Paul Loehr, James Guarino and Keith Stone. After all those wishing to
be heard, were heard, Councilman Weber moved and Councilwoman Riddoch seconded
the Motion to call the Public Hearing to aclose at 8:25 PM. The Supervisor requested

she will share these with the Board. She has also spoken the Dan Moultrup re the
Vacuum release System for the Pool — we need to meet the Federal requirement for the
drain but not the vacuum system that we have.
