He didn’t understand the meaning of the 
word “no”.  When he was needed, he was there.   End of story.  He was the kind of person you 
could always, always count on.  He gave of himself; his time and his heart. 
 
Ron died in a tragic traffic accident on October 4th as he was on his way to work as a Dialysis 
Tech at Buffalo General.  He was a 30 year employee.  Ron has been a member of the Highland 
Hose Volunteer Fire Company since 1979.  He was an avid outdoorsman and a devoted 
husband and father. 
 
Ron was an active member of CWA 1168 and a Chief Steward.  He participated in the Annual
