In its continuing effort to fight the spread of rabies, the Erie and Niagara County
Departments of Health, in conjunction with the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Wildlife
Services, will be participating in an aggressive raccoon rabies vaccination initiative to begin
tentatively on August 21, 2012, and running through August 31, 2012 throughout these
counties using a fixed wing aircraft, helicopter, and hand baiting methods of vaccine
distribution. This schedule may be adjusted slightly due to inclement weather.

A TENTATIVE SCHEDULE has been set for distribution of the rabies vaccine
baits as follows:

e August 21, 2012: Fixed wing aircraft baiting to begin and take approximately 1
day to complete

e August 25, 2012: Hand baiting to begin and take approximately 4-5 days to
complete

e August 27, 2012: Helicopter baiting to begin and take approximately 4 days to
complete

The bait consists of fishmeal, a wax binder, fish oil and a vaccine chamber in the center
of the bait. The bait and vaccine are not harmful to people, pets, or wildlife. The vaccine used is
licensed for use against raccoon rabies in the United States and Canada. Raccoons and other
wildlife usually ingest the bait within one week.

Any human or pet exposures to the bait or vaccine should be reported to the Animal
health Diagnostic Laboratory at (1-888-715-7785). This phone number will be attached to each
