We recommend that your honorable body approve the attached legislation authorizing the
Department of Public Works, Division of Highways to accept and appropriate the increase of
$312,150.14 in Consolidated Highway Improvement Program (CHIPS) award as enacted during
the 2011-2012 New York State Budget. The County must expend the $312,150.14 during the
2011-2012 State fiscal year to be eligible for the 100% reimbursement.

The original CHIPS award was $7,200,000.00. The award has been increased to $7,512,150.14.
The department desires to capture this additional funding to continue the rehabilitation of Erie
County's failing road and bridge infrastructure.
