The Legacy Council is a binational organization with Canada, commemorating
the events of the War of 1812. The Council’s Board of Directors is comprised of
both Canadian and American members. The Council has been designated as a
501 (C) 3 organization by the US Internal Revenue Service. Insurance coverage
for the organization’s liability and disability for both sides of the Niagara River is
with a Canadian Firm. The Legacy Council submitted paperwork for the funding
release in July. Subsequently, much time was lost as Erie County attorney’s
verified that the insurance documents from the Council’s Canadian carrier met
Erie County’s insurance coverage requirements. However, understanding this
challenge, the Legacy Council was reticent to commit any of these Erie County
funds to its projects, until the issue was resolved. The Legacy Council received the
funding in early September. Since then, plans have been made for the
commemoration of the 1813 Burning of Buffalo with the Black Rock Community,
Buffalo History Museum, the Firemen’s Museum and others in December 2013.
Also, discussions with the B&ECP Library to enhance their upcoming War of 1812
Map Exhibit with a statue of Commodore Perry from the US Naval Academy





Museum are underway. The Legacy Council will provide a more complete Close-
out report at the end of the year.

ABOUT THE BUFFALO PHILHARMONIC CHORUS

The Buffalo Philharmonic Chorus (BPC) is an independent, non-profit organization known widely as the
principal guest chorus of the Buffalo Philharmonic Orchestra. An auditioned chorus, whese members indude
volunteer and professional singers, the BPC appears at various locations throughout Western New York and has
performed in Germany and the Czech Republic. The symphonic-sized chorus, representing diverse members
who love 10 sing, is committed to enhancing the cultural life of Western New York.

The Buffalo Phitharmonic Chorus condnued is BPC community concert series in 2012-2013 with a 75th

Anniversary concert, featuring favorites from the past and present and the premiere of newly commissioned i
How Sweet the Music by Daniel Brewbaker. The BPC is also presenting two versions of Handel's Mewiah this 3

season, the maditional Christmas serding in Decemnber and an Easter version in the spring, This season's BPC

performances with the Buffalo Phitharmonic Orchestra indude Shostakovich Symphony No. 13, Holiday Pops,

Classical Christmas, Mozart's Requiem, Kiss Me Kate, Patriotic Pops, and Turd lealiani.

The BPC's rich history began in 1937 when Jessamine E. Long established the chorus as the Buffalo Schola Can- 4

torum. Cameron Baird succeeded Ms. Long in 1945 and guided the chorus to prominence during its develop-
ing years. The chorus subsequently prospered under a number of disdnguished music directors, induding Willis
Page, Joseph Wincenc, Robert Beckwith, Melvin Strauss, Frederick Burgomaster, and Thomas Swan. In [986,
Mr. Swan was the first recipient of the Cameron Baird Conductor’s Chair, created by an endowment, named
to honor and remember Cameron Baird. Thomas Swan was succeeded by music directors Dr. Dale Adelmann,
Dx. L. Bretz Scott, and Dr. Doreen Rao.

The Buffalo Philharmonic Chorus and the Buffalo Philharmonic Orchestra have co-sponsored a number of

memorable concerts, including Bach's Mass in B Minor, and Brahm's Ein Deutsches Requiem. In 2008, the BPC
and the BPO co-presented the Defan: Requiem — Verd: at Terezin, a moving concert-drama reflecting on the Ho-
locaust. The Chorus presented Mendelssohn's Symphory No. 2, Lobgesang in 2009, a program featuring the mu-
sic of Poulenc, Puccini and Debussy in 2010, and a concert of all Ametican music by Copland, Ives, Bemstein,
and Barber-in 201 1. In 2012, the co-sponsored concert featured works by Ralph Vaughan Williams and Fauré.

In celebration of its 70th anniversary scason in 2007, the Chorus commissioned Passage Into Spirit by American
composer, Randol Bass. This work became the centerpicee for a full-length recording of his music with the
Buffalo Philharmonic Chorus and Buffalo Phitharmonic Orchestra, Maestro Bass conducting, The Chorus also
commissioned and performed the world premiere of 7z Deum by Pulitzer Prize-winning composer, Dominick
Argento, in 1988, and performed the premiere of Peace Requiem by Persis Vehar in 1999. In July of 2011, at
the Chautauqua Instirution, the BPC and Chautauqua Symphony Orchestra, performed the area premiere of a
concert arrangement by Dr. Doreen Rao of Leonard Bemstein's Mass.

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One of the mast beloved picces in the choral repertoire, George Frideric Handel's Messiah has been
performed every year since its premicre in 1742, There exist over 100 commercial audio recordings
of the work, several editions of the score, and a handful of reinterprerations, from Mozart's playful re-
orchestration to full scale genre transformations such as Messiah Rocks and Too Hot to Handel. Handel,
himself, wrote several versions of his masterpiece, adjusting to ever-changing performance requirements.
And, during the holiday scason, countless choral singers. trained and untrained. try their best to keep up
with the tricky counterpoint and lengthy melismas in Messiah sing-a-longs.

e e s i b e N

Although it has become a Christmas-time tradition, this “New Grand Oratorio, called the Messiuh,” as it |
was advertised, received its premicre in Dublin at noon on April 13, 1742, the Tuesday of Holy Week. By

all accounts, this first performance was a staggering success. Messiah's London debut the following ycar.
however, did not fare so well. As they had with previous Handelian oratorios, critics lambasted cthe work

for its blasphemous hybridization of sacred and secular elements. Although Handel tried to appease such

critics by changing the title from the sacrilegious use of Messiah to the more generic A Sacred Orarorio,

the opposition persisted. One columnist wrote in The Universal Specsasor: “An Oratorio either is an act of |

religion, or it is nog; if it is, | ask if the playhouse is a fit temple to perform it in or a company of players

fit ministers of God's word.™ He then continued by saying that if Messiah was writien not for religious |

reasons, but for “amusement only,” than the use of God’s words in such contexr was equally as irreverent.

Even Handel’s librettist, Charles Jennens, expressed displeasure with the work, albeit for completely
differenc reasons. In a letter to Edward Holdsworth, Jennens wrote: “His Messiah had disappointed me;
being set in greac haste, tho' he said he would be a year about ir, and make it the best of all his composi-
tions.” {(Handel composed the work in less than a month, between August 22 and Seprember 14, 1741).
Jennens continued “I shall put no more sacred words inro his hands, to be thus abused.”

Despite this carly criticism, Messiah has endured for well over 250 years. Branching off from the tradi-
tional oratorio form, this now dlassic work contains listle of the then typical opera-inspired characters
and evangelist-style narrative moments. Handel set the text, carefully chosen by Jennens from both the
old and new testaments of the Bible, as a contemplative discourse for soloists, chorus, and orchestra. The
drama comes not from the appearance of individuals in the story, but rather in the crearive depiction of
the words and the spiritual message which underlies them. The musical line becomes disjointed in “Let
us break their bonds asunder™; the complicated melismas smeoth out on the text “and the rough places
plain”; and the rarc moments of choral homophony are reserved for the words that sum up the power and
spirit of the piece: “Wonderful, Counselor,” “Forever and ever,” and “Hallelujah.”  Even the orchestra,
while never clouding the vocal lines, enhances the meaning of the text. Trumpets herald the far away
appearance of angels in “Glory to God”; the obocs and strings bleat along with the chorus in “All we like

sy M

sheep”; and in the final Amen fugue, Handel reminds us that the orchestra has been integral to this epic |

musical experience by giving the violins their own individual fugal entrances.

Today, the Buffalo Philharmonic Chorus resurrects many of the original intentions of this grand work.
From the Eastertide timing to the spectacular soloists - from the emphasis on the parts of the story that

outline the crucifixion and resurrection to the collaborative efforts with the Food Bank, raising aware-
ness of and foed for thosc suffering from the blight of hunger - this afiernoon’s performance of Messiah

hopes to draw the orchestra, chorus, soloists and audience into the spirit and excitement of the Dublin
premiere.

Dear Mr. Cerroni,

Please accept our thanks for Erie County’s 2013 support of Explore & More Children’s
Museum. So far, 2013 has been an incredible year of growth and planning for the museum
— thanks in part to your general operating support.

Enclosed is the museum’s completed Close-Out report, a list of our programs to the
general public held at the museum YTD, and a summary of our expenses for these
programs not covered by restricted grants. In addition, you will also find a summary of
expenses YTD, with a note on where Erie County funding has supplemented the
museum'’s other income sources.

It's been an incredible year of growth for the museum. In addition to seeing a 12.4%
increase in attendance (YTD, July 31) and expanded offsite program participation (in July
alone, there was a 62.8% increase), Explore & More has had multiple priorities for 201 3.
Below is our progress.

MASTER PLANNING - EXPLORING BUFFALO & MORE

The Master Planning process focused on three primary goals:
Operations Planning (attendance, pro forma budgets for Y| — Y3, staffing)
Exhibit Concept Development (community feedback, national models)
Architectural Needs (floor plan, visitor experiences, operations efficiencies)

The Master Plan included 300 interviews, stakeholder meetings and focus groups
exploring the priorities of the region — including exhibit concepts, educational priorities
and funding principles. The financial assessments were developed both bottom-up
(looking at regional population, demographics, drive-times, and local cultural venues) and
top-down (benchmarking 22 children’s museums in similarly-sized communities). The
process was comprehensive — to such an extent that Explore & More has been asked to
present it at the 2014 Association of Children’s Museum conference as a model for best

practices.

CAPITAL CAMPAIGN FEASIBILITY STUDY & PLAN

Explore & More’s campaign study included nearly 100 interviews with community
leaders, as well as a detailed search for potential funders on the national, state and
regional level. The study demonstrated that the museum is able to raise $10 million for a
new museum on the Buffalo Waterfront.

EDUCATION PLAN

Through a grant from the Federal Institute of Museum & Library Services, Explore & More developed a
detailed plan for educational programming and initiatives for 2013 — 2017. Using Harvard University’s
Balanced Scorecard, staff and members of the Education Committee evaluated current programs, developed
long-term goals for program expansion and detailed needs assessment for incremental growth up to and

including year one at Canalside.

STAFF EXPANSION

Explore & More has seen considerable growth and changes in staffing in the past year. The museum has added
a full-time Director of Development and Exhibits Manager and shifted internal responsibilities to add part-time
Marketing/PR Manager and Membership Coordinator. Several members of the Education staff have expanded
hours as well. In addition, Explore & More was selected for and has welcomed a full-time Americorps VISTA
employee to focus on developing partnerships and collaborations with agencies serving children living in

poverty in our community.

PARTNERSHIPS

Explore & More has been approached by nearly two dozen non-profits about partnerships and has had
discussions with many of them. For example, one of our long-standing partners, the Buffalo & Erie County
Public Library is exploring with us the concept of a “kiosk” library branch (600 square feet) for children to get
a library card and check out a book from a rotating small collection of books.

In September 2012, the museum launched Au-Some Evenings, welcoming families with children on the autism
spectrum when it is closed to the public. This partnership includes Buffalo State College research on how
children on the autism spectrum play in a museum setting and is impacting our planning for future exhibits.

Additional potential partnerships include joint programming, exhibits or use of facilities — with many of these
focused on serving children living in poverty.

VOLUNTEER EXPANSION
Explore & More has seen a considerable increase volunteerism on both the day-to-day and committee levels.

The Board committee structure has grown considerably, and the management of day-to-day volunteers has
been improved substantially, with more improvements incorporated into the Education Plan.

ADDITIONAL INTERNAL UPDATES

Explore & More updated its membership program to prepare for relocation to Buffalo. The museum is also
expanding its marketing efforts, through the addition of staff and the guidance of an active advisory committee.
Explore & More is assessing and updating many of its policies, including human resources, staff structure,
emergency planning, requests for proposals procedures, et cetera.

Explore & More could not have accomplished all this without wonderful community support. Thank you again.
