SUMMARY

The attached resolution requests authorization to execute an addendum to our lease agreement
with Glenmont MDC Eastern Hills, LLC, to cover one-time costs associated with common area
maintenance needs at the Eastern Hills Auto Bureau.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

Costs will not exceed $5,000. Funding to cover this request is available in the Clerk’s 2013
Budget.

REASONS FOR RECOMMENDATION

Part of the duties and responsibilities of the Erie County Clerk include the operation of Auto
Bureau locations throughout Erie County as agents for the State of New York Department of
Motor Vehicles. Since 2008 there has been a satellite office located at the Eastern Hills Mall that
serves over 65,000 customers annually. As a result of normal wear and tear over the last five
years, common areas require maintenance not covered under our current lease agreement,

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The County Clerk’s Office has negotiated a favorable lease agreement with Glenmont MDC
Eastern Hills, LLC for 2110 square feet of space that only requires monthly payments of $216.61
for rubbish removal, and water and sewerage charges. The inevitable need for common area
maintenance is not covered under this agreement. This addendum will allow for maintenance of

flooring, paint, lighting, etc.

CONSEQUENCES OF NEGATIVE ACTION

The County will not be able to execute an addendum and needed maintenance will not be
performed.

STEPS FOLLOWING APPROVAL

The County will execute an addendum with the landlord and maintenance needs will be
addressed.

WHEREAS, the Erie County Clerk’s Office, as part of its duties and responsibilities, is
charged with the operation of local Auto Bureaus; and

WHEREAS, the Erie County Auto Bureau has operated a satellite branch at the Eastern
Hills Mall, 4545 Transit Road, Clarence, New York, since 2008; and

WHEREAS, the current lease is with Glenmont MDC Eastern Hills LLC and does not
include common area maintenance; and

WHEREAS, with over 65,000 customers visiting this location on an annual basis normal
wear and tear has occurred; and

WHEREAS, the landlord has agreed to provide one-time maintenance services at a cost not
to exceed $5,000; and

WHEREAS, the Clerk’s Office/Auto Bureau Division has funding available in the 2013
Budget to cover this one-time cost.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT

RESOLVED, that the Erie County Legislature does hereby authorize the County
Executive to execute an addendum to the current lease between the County of Erie and Glenmont
MDC Eastern Hills LLC for one-time common area maintenance in an amount not to exceed
$5,000; and be it further

RESOLVED, that funding for these one-time maintenance charges is available in the
Clerk’s 2013 Budget, BA 113, Funds Center 11320, GL 545000 Rental Charges; and be it further

RESOLVED, that certified copies of this resolution be sent to the County Executive, the
County Clerk, the County Attorney, and the County Comptroller.
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
