LOCAL LAW INTRO. – NO. 1 - 2014 

LOCAL LAW NO.  ___ - 2014 

 

A Local Law providing for penalizing private land holders for allowing consumption of alcohol by 

minors, other than dependents of the land holders, on said property. 

 

SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE INTENT  

 

A. The Legislature of the County of Erie finds that underage drinking is a significant societal 

problem that has generated widespread concern in Erie County. Although the New York 

State Legislature has acted to prevent the unlawful giving, selling and possessing of alcohol 

in relation to individuals under the age of 21, it has not regulated the situation where a person 

who is 21 years old or more knowingly allows the consumption of alcohol by a minor in his 

or her home or other privately owned property. The underage consumption of alcohol, 

whether at a party or a smaller gathering, poses an immediate threat to the public health, 

safety and welfare of the residents of Erie County, often leading to alcohol abuse by minors, 

physical altercations, accidental injuries, neighborhood vandalism, excessive noise 

disturbances requiring the intervention of local law enforcement, and the commission of 

violent crimes including sexual offenses and serious assaults. This local law will serve to 

deter the consumption of alcoholic beverages by minors by holding those persons who are 21 
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years old or more responsible when they knowingly allow the consumption of alcoholic 

beverages by minors at their residences or on their privately owned property.  

SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS 

 

Wherever used in this chapter, unless the context or subject matter otherwise requires:  

 

A. “Alcohol” shall mean ethyl alcohol, hydrated oxide of ethyl or spirits of wine, from whatever 

source or by whatever means produced.  

 

B. “Alcoholic beverage” shall mean any liquor, wine, beer, spirits, cider or other liquid, or solid, 

patented or not, composed of, or containing, alcohol or spirits, whether or not brewed, 

fermented or distilled, and capable of being consumed by a person, except that confectionery 

containing alcohol as provided by subdivision twelve of section two hundred of the New 

York State Agriculture and Markets Law shall not be regarded as an alcoholic beverage 

within the meaning of this section.  

 

C. “Allow” shall mean to give permission for, or approval of, possession or consumption of 

alcohol or an alcoholic beverage, by any of the following means:  

a. in writing;  

b. by oral statement; or  

c. by any conduct that would cause a reasonable person to believe that permission or 

approval has been given.  

 

D. “Controls a private residence” shall mean possesses authority to regulate, direct, restrain, 

superintend, control or govern the conduct of other individuals on or within that residence, 

and includes, but is not limited to, a possessory right.  

 

E. “Knowingly” shall mean to be aware of.  

 

F. “Minor” shall mean any person under the age of twenty-one.  

 

G. “Reasonable corrective action” shall include, but not be limited to:  

a. making a prompt demand that such minor refrain from further consumption of the 

alcoholic beverages; or  

b. if such minor does not comply with such request, either promptly reporting such 

underage consumption of alcohol:  

1. to the local law enforcement agency; or  

2. to the minor’s parent or guardian.  

 

H. “Residence” shall mean any home, apartment, condominium, co-operative unit or other 

dwelling unit of any kind, including yards and open areas adjacent thereto.   

 

SECTION 4. UNLAWFUL CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL BY A MINOR AT A RESIDENCE  

 

A. It shall be unlawful for any person who is 21 years old or more who owns, rents, or otherwise 

controls a private residence, to knowingly allow the consumption of alcohol or alcoholic 
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beverages by one or more minors on such premises or to fail to take reasonable corrective 

action upon becoming aware of the consumption of alcohol or alcoholic beverages by one or 

more minors on such premises.  

 

B. The provisions of subdivision (a) of this section shall not apply to:  

a. the consumption of alcohol or alcoholic beverages by a minor whose parent or 

guardian has given such alcohol or alcoholic beverage to such minor;  

b. the use and consumption of alcohol or alcoholic beverages by a minor for religious 

purposes; or  

c. the use or consumption of alcohol or alcoholic beverages by a minor who is a student 

in a curriculum licensed or registered by the New York State Education 

Department and the student is required to taste or imbibe alcoholic beverages in 

courses which are a part of the required curriculum, provided such alcoholic 

beverages are used only for instructional purposes during class conducted 

pursuant to such curriculum.  

 

SECTION 5. PENALTIES AND ENFORCEMENT 

 

A violation of SECTION 4 of this law shall constitute a violation of law for the first and 

second offense, and a misdemeanor for the third and subsequent offenses. Each offense and 

subsequent offense shall be punishable as follows:  

 

A. First offense. Any person who violates section 4 of this chapter shall be punished by a 

fine of two hundred and fifty dollars, where such violation constitutes the person’s 

first offense in violation of this provision.  

 

B. Second offense. Any person who violates section 4 of this chapter shall be punished 

by a fine of five hundred dollars, where such violation constitutes the person’s second 

offense in violation of this provision.  

 

C. Third and subsequent offenses. Any person who violates section 4 of this chapter 

shall be punished by either a fine of one thousand dollars, a term of imprisonment not 

to exceed one year, or both a fine of one thousand dollars and a term of imprisonment 

not to exceed one year, where such violation constitutes the person’s third or 

subsequent offense in violation of this provision.  

 

D. This local law may be enforced or held active by any Police agency with authority for 

enforcement within their jurisdiction. 

SECTION 6. EFFECT ON OTHER LAWS  

 

The provisions of section 4 of this chapter shall not in any way affect the application of any 

other law, where appropriate, including but not limited to New York State Penal Law section 

260.10 (Endangering the welfare of a child) and section 260.20(2) (Unlawfully dealing with 

a child in the first degree).  

 

SECTION 7. SEVERABILITY  
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If any clause, sentence, paragraph, or section of this chapter shall be held invalid by any 

court of competent jurisdiction, or the application of this chapter to any person or set of 

circumstances shall be held invalid, such invalidity or judgment shall not affect, impair, or 

invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, 

paragraph, section, or operation of this chapter directly involved in the controversy in which 

the judgment shall have been rendered. To further this end, the provisions of this chapter are 

hereby declared to be severable.  

 

SECTION 8. REVERSE PREEMPTION  

 

This chapter shall be null and void on the day that federal or statewide legislation goes into 

effect, incorporating either the same or substantially similar provisions as are contained in 

this chapter, or in the event that a pertinent state or federal administrative agency issues and 

promulgates regulations preempting such action by the County of Erie. The County 

Legislature may determine via mere resolution whether or not identical or substantially 

similar federal or statewide legislation or pertinent preempting state or federal regulations 

have been enacted for purposes of triggering the provisions of this section.  

 

SECTION 9.  EFFECTIVE DATE AND APPLICABILITY 

 

This Local Law shall be effective immediately following filing in the Office of the Secretary 

of State and shall apply to all prohibited instances occurring on or after the effective date of 

this local law.

COUNTY OF ERIE 

LOCAL LAW INTRO NO. 2 - 2014 
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LOCAL LAW NO. ____-2014 

 

A Local Law, amending Local Law No. 1-1959, as amended by Local Law No. 3-2006, known as 

the Erie County Charter, amending Article 22, Section 22-C in relation to the Erie County 

Community Coordinating Council on Children and Families.  

Section 1:  LEGISLATIVE INTENT 

The purpose of this law is to reduce the number of appointees to the Erie County Community 

Coordinating Council on Children and Families to 15 and simplify the appointment process. The law 

also simplifies the process by which the Erie County Community Coordinating Council on Children 

and Families reports its activities to the Erie county legislature and county executive. 

Section 2: AMENDMENT TO THE ERIE COUNTY CHARTER 

Section-C 22 of the Erie County Charter is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Erie County Community Coordinating Council on Children and Families 

Section 22-C-01. Legislative declaration of policy. It is hereby declared to be the public policy of 

Erie county, New York, to take all proper measures to preserve and strengthen the family unit and to 

aid in the establishment of a nurturing environment to encourage the proper development of 

children. 

To further this policy the Erie county government provides evaluation, treatment and preventative 

services to the children and families of Erie county. 

The Erie county legislature finds that this policy and these services can be more effectively 

administered and efficiently delivered by systematic coordination among the local government, 

public voluntary system of social, educational, health, mental health and other supportive and 

rehabilitative services to children and families. 

The services system can be strengthened by: 

1. Fostering cooperation among local government and both public and voluntary agencies to 

provide better coordination supervision of services to children and families. 

2. Eliminating duplication of services where possible and maximizing service provisions 

through judicious use of tax dollars, grants and other funding mechanisms as may become 

available. 

3. Stressing more meaningful accountability by providers, in all sectors, regarding the quality 

and quantity of services provided to children and families. 

4. Improving methods of ascertaining community needs and setting program goals as they 

relate to services for children and families. 
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Section 22-C-02. Establishment, powers and duties. There is hereby created, the Erie county 

community coordinating council on children and families, hereafter called council. The council 

shall: 

1. Develop a methodology to evaluate, monitor and ascertain the effectiveness of current 

programs in children's services. 

2. Identify problems and deficiencies in existing services and recommend corrective action. 

3. Improve coordination of program and fiscal resources within the children's services system. 

4. Act as a liaison between county governmental units, public voluntary programs and the state 

and federal government, fostering better communication between all involved. 

5. Review and resolve administrative, and where appropriate, regulatory differences between 

agencies. 

6. Develop long range plans to improve services to children and families. This should be 

accomplished through a five year comprehensive service plan similar to those utilized by 

county departments. 

7. Act as a forum for community discussion of issues pertaining to services for children and 

families. 

8. Carry out any and all activities deemed necessary to accomplish the goals of the council as 

stated herein. 

Section 22-C-03. Membership; meetings. [The council shall consist of the following members: the 

Erie county commissioners of youth, social services, health and mental health, the director of the 

office for the disabled and the chief clerk from the Erie county family court, three consumer/client 

representatives, and five representatives from local charitable and/or community based organizations 

concerned with children and families, the director of the office of probation, one representative from 

a suburban school district and two representatives from the youth planning council of Buffalo and 

the president of the united way agency executives association, a representative of the western New 

York school board association and four members of the business community. 

The legislature shall appoint the eight community representatives and two representatives of the 

business community as follows: six to be named by the majority and four to be named by the 

minority. Five of these members shall serve two year terms and five shall serve three year terms. 

These members can only be reappointed once. 

The county executive shall appoint the one representative from a suburban school district and the 

two representatives from the youth planning council of Buffalo and the president of the united way 

agency executives association, a representative of the western New York school board association 

and two representatives of the business community. 

The chair shall be appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the legislature, and shall not 

be one of the twenty four members previously stated.] 
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The council shall consist of fifteen members to be appointed by the county executive subject to 

confirmation by the county Legislature. The county executive shall appoint to the council at least 

two persons recommended by each of the majority and minority leaders of the Legislature. 

Nominations for the remaining positions shall be actively solicited from groups which represent and 

are active in children and family issues. The departments of health, mental health, probation, social 

services and office of the disabled shall each designate one person to serve as an ex-officio non-

voting member of the council. 

The term of office for all members of the Council, with the exception of ex-officio members, shall 

be two (2) years. 

The council shall have the authority to appoint ad hoc council members to advise them, as they may 

deem necessary. 

The council shall have at least four meetings each year with at least one meeting to be in each 

quarter of the year. The council shall adopt rules and procedures for its meetings; shall keep accurate 

records of its meetings and activities, and shall file an annual report of its activities and 

recommendations with the county legislature and the county executive. 

[The council shall convene for its first meeting in the quarter of the year in which they are appointed. 

The council shall present its first annual report to the legislature and the county executive before 

adoption of the annual budget in the year they are appointed, and every year thereafter on June first. 

The annual report shall include the methodology for acquiring accurate statistics, which the council 

will use to evaluate and plan for services. Also, they should report any short term budget 

recommendations for the nineteen hundred ninety three budget. 

The council shall then make yearly budget recommendations and five year service plans.] 

Section 22-C-04. The county executive. The county executive shall require any county department, 

division, board, council, committee, authority or agency, or other unit or any agency or organization 

receiving county funding, to provide such facilities, assistance and data as will enable the 

commission to properly effectuate its powers and duties under this article. 

Section 22-C-05. Staff. The council shall be provided with a coordinator, under the auspices of the 

county executive to serve the council in capacities which include managing the correspondence of 

the council; providing a schedule of meeting dates; distributing a calendar of information on 

programs and events members may be interested in attending. The coordinator shall also serve as 

research assistant, and coordinate and implement the use of the monitoring mechanism, so that the 

council shall have service and program data to use in its planning efforts. The council and its 

coordinator shall also have access to secretarial staff as needed to complete its tasks. 

[Section 22-C-06. Effective date. This law shall take effect immediately.] 
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Section 3: EFFECTIVE DATE.  

This Local Law shall take effect immediately.

Legislature”) adopted a plan of service or improvement the Erie County Sewer Agency (the “2004 

Plan”) for Sewer District No.1 (the “District”) that recommended the expenditure of $4,000,000 to 

rehabilitate sanitary sewers and infiltration and inflow projects within the District (collectively, the 

“2004 Project”); and  

 

WHEREAS, several of the components of the 2004 Project have been completed; and 

 

 WHEREAS, at the direction of the County Legislature, the Erie County Sewer Agency and 

the Erie County Department of Environment and Planning caused a report entitled Erie County 

Sewer Agency Report - Erie County Sewer District No. 1 For A Modifications of Plans (2013) (the 

“Report”) to be prepared, which Report recommends the modification of the 2004 Plan and the 

approval of certain additional improvements within the District, including but not limited to 

improvements of sanitary sewer lines, pumping stations and/or treatment facilities and related 

necessary appurtenances (the “Modification of Plans”);  and  

 

WHEREAS, on October 4, 2013 the Board of Managers of the District (the “Board of 

Managers”) accepted and adopted the Report and recommended that the Report be submitted to the 

County Legislature for consideration and action; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Report and the recommendation of the Board of Managers was filed with 

the County Legislature on October 22, 2013; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Modification of Plans will not result in an increase in the amount of the 

estimates or the original bond authorization set forth in the 2004 Report, of which there is currently 

$3,432,596 in unused authorization; and 

 

WHEREAS, said County Legislature duly adopted Resolution 20E-13 on the 16
th

 day of 

January, 2013, calling a meeting of the County Legislature for the purpose of holding a public 

hearing to consider the Modification of Plans in accordance with the provisions of Section 253-b of 

the County Law; and 

 

WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held at 92 Franklin Street, 4
th

 Floor, in Buffalo, 

New York, in said County, on the 19
th

 day of February, 2014, at 1:30 o’clock P.M., Prevailing Time; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, notice of said public hearing was duly published in substantially the manner 

provided by law and proof thereof was submitted to said County Legislature; and 

 

WHEREAS, said County Legislature has duly considered the evidence given at such public 

hearing; 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNTY LEGISLATURE OF THE 

COUNTY OF ERIE, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 

 

Section 1.  Upon the evidence given at the aforesaid public hearing, it is hereby found and 

determined that it is in the public interest to modify the plans for the facilities of Erie County Sewer 

District No. 1 in the County of Erie, New York, all as more fully described in the preambles hereof 

and in the Report, and such Modification of Plans for the improvement of facilities for the District is 

hereby authorized.
