Supervisor Gambino called the Regular meeting to order at 6:30 PM, with the Pledge to the Flag, led by Al Heary, and a brief moment of silence.  
The Supervisor stated that the first item on the agenda was the approval of last month’s minutes.  The Town Clerk has submitted the minutes of the September 8, 2016 Regular Board Meeting, and on a motion by Morrell, seconded by Hochadel, those minutes were approved as submitted.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the next item is for payment of the bills. On a motion by Earl, seconded by Morrell, Warrant #10 of 2016, including vouchers #524 through #589, totaling $39,824.16, of which $16,280.74 was General Fund, $19,771.49 was Highway Fund, $1,726.57 was Fire District Fund, and $2,045.36 was Lighting District Fund approved for payment.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes.
Departmental Reports:

Supervisor Gambino stated that she would like to schedule a Public Hearing for Community Development Block Grant funds, in order to apply for funding for the Rural Transit Service.  She stated that there is a Public Hearing scheduled for 6:00 PM, before the November meeting, and stated she would like to schedule the CDGB hearing for 6:15 PM.  There were no objections, and on a motion by Earl, seconded by Hochadel, a Public Hearing on the Community Development Block Grant Program was scheduled for 6:15 PM on November 10, 2016.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.    The Supervisor also stated that, due to a mistake on the part of the Arcade Herald, our legal ad for the Budget Work Session meeting did not get in the paper, and therefore, she is calling a Special Meeting instead, for Thursday, October 20, 2016, at 1:00 PM, and gave Board members letters notifying of the Special Meeting.  She also informed that she has received the Fire Company’s Treasurer’s report for August 2016.
Councilman Morrell thanked Sandy Fliss for arranging the train excursion in Titusville, PA, stating that it was very enjoyable.  He reminded that the flu clinic is tomorrow, and thanked Mike Mahar and Waste Management for the arrangements.  Mr. Morrell also reminded that the Rabies clinic is Saturday at the Highway Barn.  He thanked the Town Clerk and Deputy Clerk for taking signups and running the ads.  
Councilman Hochadel reported that he attended the Springville Control Center meeting this month and all of the new dispatchers are working out very well.  He also stated that that he has been in contact with Legislator John Mills in an effort to get Middle Rd. patched before winter.  Mr. Hochadel thanked the Highway Superintendent and crew for the nice job on the parking lot and pulling out the bushes, and his work at the parks.
Councilman Earl asked why $500.00 had been added to the Valu gift card, even with the Town having a credit card.  The Supervisor stated that the credit card was in addition to the Valu and Lowe’s cards, mainly so things can be purchased on-line and from places where we don’t have an account.
Highway Superintendent Hopkins introduced Jay Hansen as the newest Highway employee, stating he does a good job and is good mechanically.  Mr. Hopkins reported that the contract talks between the Towns and the County for a new 3 year snowplowing contract are not going well, and the County is only offering a 3% increase for 2017 and an additional increase of 2.5% for 2018, which was rejected by the committee working on behalf of the Towns.  He also stated that the Highway Dept. is all caught up on its road work and they are cleaning up the shop for the rabies clinic. Mr. Hopkins stated that they are finding a lot of scrap, which has accumulated for the past 2 or 3 years, and would like to get rid of it.  He stated he has called three places for scrap prices, and the quotes were between a low of $90.00 per ton, and $105.00 per ton.  He then asked that the Board declare the scrap as surplus and give him permission to get rid of it at $105.00 per ton.  On a motion by Earl, seconded by Hochadel, the Board declared the scrap metal as surplus property, and gave the Highway Superintendent permission to get rid of it for $105.00 per ton.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  
Public Comments included:
John Schiener of Sardinia stated that, concerning the Town Hall repairs, there is $3.1 million in the Town’s bank account, and the Town should fix the Town Hall.   He stated the engineering and design work should be done now so that in the spring, work can begin.  Mr. Schiener also stated that there is an item in front of the ZBA concerning a residential wind turbine.  He stated that the ZBA has referred the matter to the Town Board and Planning Board, but that nothing in the Town’s Ordinance allows wind turbines.  He stated that this one would be 140’ high with a large rotor diameter.  He thinks that the Town Board should let the ZBA know that it is not currently allowed, and refer the matter to the Planning Board for regulations to be used in the future.  Denise Schiener stated that if the Town needs new laws, it should make laws, but not “back door” them.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the next item of business is for approval of a new Chaffee-Sardinia Volunteer Fireman.  The following resolution, to be known as Resolution #28 of 2016, was then moved for adoption on a motion by Earl, seconded by Hochadel:

WHERE AS the Sardinia Town Board is in receipt of the application of Aaron M. Rydzynski applying for a volunteer position as Firefighter to the Chaffee-Sardinia Memorial Fire Company, and 
WHERE AS the Sardinia Town Board supports and approves this appointment,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board approves the appointment of Aaron M. Rydzynski as Fireman to the Chaffee-Sardinia Memorial Fire Department.

Upon roll call vote:  Earl, aye, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, absent, Gambino, aye.  Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
The Supervisor stated that the next resolution is for the appointment of a part time Rec Attendant for Friday Night Recreation, as requested by Rec Administrator Chris Warner.  The following resolution, to be known as Resolution #29 of 2016 was then moved for adoption on a motion by Hochadel, seconded by Earl:

APPOINTMENT OF FRIDAY NIGHT RECREATION PART TIME ATTENDENT

WHERE AS, Chris Warner has requested a part time recreation attendant to help out on Friday nights during the Friday Night Recreation in the fall and winter months, and
WHERE AS, Chris Warner has requested and recommends that the Town Board consider Sidney Danielson for this position, and
WHERE AS, Sidney Danielson is familiar with the recreation programs that the Town of Sardinia offers, and has worked as a summer recreation attendant, and 
WHERE AS, the pay for this position would be the same as he received this summer at a rate of $10.71 an hour, and
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of Sardinia approves the appointment of Sidney Danielson to the position as part time Friday Night Recreation attendant.

Upon roll call vote:  Earl, aye, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, absent, Gambino, aye.  Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

Supervisor Gambino stated that the next resolution is for approval of a request from the Chaffee-Sardinia Kiwanis for the use of the gym for their annual Halloween party.  On a motion by Earl, seconded by Morrell, the following resolution, to be known as Resolution #29 of 2016, was moved for adoption:

WHEREAS, the Sardinia Town Board has received a request for use of the Sardinia Town Hall
For the Chaffee- Sardinia Kiwanis Halloween Party on Monday October 31, 2015, and
WHEREAS, this event has annually occurred at the Sardinia Town Hall and has hosted our Sardinia youth for a fun-filled activity, limiting the vandalism that has occasionally occurred in the past, and,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Sardinia Town Board hereby approves the request of the Chaffee-Sardinia Kiwanis to host their annual Halloween party on October 31, 2015 at the Sardinia Town Hall, pending their Certificate of Insurance form, and waiving the rental fee as they are a non-for-profit organization, and

Upon roll call vote:  Earl, aye, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, absent, Gambino, aye.  Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

The Supervisor stated that the next resolution is to authorize Chatfield Engineers to put the boiler replacement project out for bids.  The following resolution, to be known as Resolution #31 of 2016, was then moved for adoption on a motion by Earl, seconded by Morrell:

REQUEST TO AUTHORIZE THE TOWN OF SARDINIA TOWN HALL BOILER 
SYSTEM REPLACEMENT FOR PUBLIC BID

WHEREAS, the Sardinia Town Board has recognized the need for a new boiler system at the Town Hall, and 
WHEREAS, Wolf Architecture and Chatfield Engineers have received the drawings from the Mechanical Engineer for the boiler system replacement system, and 
WHEREAS, Chatfield Engineers is requesting authorization to place the Sardinia Town Hall Boiler System Replacement for public bid, and 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Sardinia Town Board gives authorization to Chatfield Engineers to place the “Town of Sardinia Town Hall Boiler System Replacement for public bid, with an opening date of bids on November 9th 2016 in the afternoon.

Upon roll call vote:  Earl, aye, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, absent, Gambino, aye.  Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

Supervisor Gambino stated that several letters requesting use of the Town Hall have been received, the first being a request from the Girl Scouts for use of the Town Hall kitchen on November 12th, to work on a project, working on a trip to New York City.  On a motion by Earl, seconded by Morrell, the Girl Scouts were given permission to use the Town Hall kitchen on November 12th.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent. 
The Supervisor stated that the second letter is from Jeremy Killingbeck, Boy Scout Pack 627 Tiger Den Leader, requesting use of the Town Hall kitchen and gym on Tuesday nights for the month of October, while their Delevan Scout building is unavailable.  The letter stated that the meetings will run from 5:30 PM until approximately 6:30 PM.  The Supervisor stated it has come to her attention that the Boy Scouts have already used the building for two Tuesday nights without Board permission, and have been in the building until at least 7:30 PM.  She also noted that that they have not submitted a Certificate of Insurance, and she has received reports that the Scouts have been running all over the building and are disruptive.  The Board discussed the fact that there are Assessor hours, Town Clerk hours, and Court, as well as Men’s basketball, on Tuesday nights during that same time.  After discussion, on a motion by Hochadel, seconded by Earl, Boy Scout Pack #627 was given permission to use the Town Hall on Tuesday evenings through the end of October, stay in the cafeteria, and must submit a Certificate of Insurance ASAP.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the third letter is a request by Crystal Killingbeck to hold a child’s birthday party in the Town Hall gym on Saturday, November 26th, in the afternoon.  On a motion by Earl, seconded by Hochadel, the request was granted upon receipt of a $50.00 Security deposit and rental fee, and submission of a Certificate of Insurance.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
The Supervisor stated that the last request is from Leah Wiedemann to have a birthday party in the gym on Saturday, December 10th from 5:00 PM until 7:00 PM.  The Supervisor noted that her Certificate of Insurance is on file and is current, and the cost would be $50.00. On a motion by Earl, seconded by Morrell, Leah Wiedemann was given permission to rent the gym on December 10th.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
There being no further business to come before the Board, on a motion by Earl, seconded by Morrell, the meeting was adjourned at 6:49 PM.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
