Supervisor Gambino called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM, with the Pledge to the Flag, led by Veteran Robert Church.  
The Supervisor stated that the first item on the agenda was the approval minutes.  The Town Clerk has submitted the minutes of the April 14, 2016 Public Hearing on the Fire District Contract, and the minutes of the Regular April Board meeting.  On a motion by Quinn, seconded by Morrell, these minutes were approved as submitted.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the next item is for payment of the bills. On a motion by Hochadel, seconded by Morrell, Warrant #5 of 2016, including vouchers #221 through #276, totaling $53,462.49, of which $14,295.00 was General Fund, $11,168.41 was Highway Fund, $1,020.99 was Lighting District Fund, and $26,978.09 was Fire District Fund, was approved for payment.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Departmental Reports:

Councilman Morrell reported that Friday, October 14, 2016, from 9 AM until 1 PM, has been set as the tentative date for the annual Flu clinic, and the free Rabies clinic for Town residents is scheduled for Saturday, October 15, 2016, from 9 AM until noon.  These events will be advertised at the appropriate times.
Councilman Quinn thanked the Town for the purchase of a spotlight for her use when locking the gate at the Town Park.  The Highway Superintendent asked how the new procedure of locking the Park gates was going, and she stated it was going well, but she will be out of Town from June 10th until June 20th, and needs someone to lock the gates while she is gone.  Highway Superintendent Hopkins stated he could unlock them in the morning, and Caretaker Al Hansen will be asked to lock them at night.
Concerning the Parks, Supervisor Gambino stated that she has sent a letter to Alden Correctional Facility, and they have agreed to come and paint and do any necessary repairs to the wooden playground at Veterans Park, cut vines from the chain link fences at the Parks, paint the split rail fences at Veterans Park, and will be bringing a couple of flats of flowers for the flower bed in front of the Town Hall.  Councilman Quinn noted that there is a section of split rail fence near the gazebo that is need of repair.  The park caretakers will be notified.
Councilman Hochadel reported that he attended the Springville Control Center meeting on April 21st.  He stated that they have had to let the new dispatcher go because he was not catching on to the training, and they will be hiring another dispatcher shortly.  Mr. Hochadel also stated that he now has music line up for the Concerts in the Park this summer, and read the list, which included the Pete Boberg Band; Roger Hill, Ron Matthews, the Gene Hilts Band, Dick O’Dell and the 23 Skidoo Band, and the Rose Spencer Wagner and Ken Spencer Band.  Mr. Hochadel stated that the concerts will begin on July 13th and will be held every Wednesday night, ending on August 17th.  He stated that fliers will be made up, and the Supervisor stated that last year, a Clip and Save ad was published in the Pennysavers with the schedule, and that could be done again this year.  Board members agreed that it should be.  Supervisor Gambino also noted that the license for the music expires shortly, and BMI will be sending a renewal form.  Councilman Hochadel stated he is still looking for a group to sell refreshments, and stated the Historical Society may be interested.  Mr. Hochadel thanked the Highway Superintendent for fixing the parking lot at the Town Hall.
Highway Superintendent Don Hopkins reported that the annual Spring Trash Pickup went well, and Waste Management’s Household Hazardous drop off being after the trash pickup worked well, because if there was something out that they couldn’t take, they left a flyer for the Household Hazardous and Electronics Waste drop off on the following Saturday.  Mr. Hopkins stated that the new pickup, and he has had it undercoated and a bed liner installed.  Mr. Hopkins also reported that Suit-Kote has contacted him and would like to come June 6th and 7th to chip seal, and stated that he has the Agreements to Spend Town Highway Funds for Board members’ signatures.  The Board then signed those Agreements.  The Highway Superintendent then informed the Board that, due to an employee who retired in January, and an employee who is currently on disability and will retire in July.  The first employee will be receiving a lump sum of $14,000.00 for time accrued, and the second is taking his paid time before July, but will get disability in the amount of slightly over $5,000.00.  He stated he is unable to hire any new employees unless the Board uses money from the Highway fund balance.  The Supervisor stated she feels that the best way would be to continue to operate, and transfer from the fund balance at the end of the year.  Mr. Hopkins stated he can hire one other person now, however, Board members felt he should hire two new employees as soon as possible so he can have a full crew.  On a motion by Morrell, seconded by Hochadel, the Highway Superintendent was given authorization to hire two new Highway employees as soon as possible.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  Mr. Hopkins stated he would like to advertise the positions, and on a motion by Morrell, seconded by Quinn, the Highway Superintendent was authorized to advertise the positions.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Karl Simeth, representing Assemblyman David DiPietro’s office, was on hand and stated that if anyone had any questions or concerns, they should feel free to call the Assemblyman’s office at 655-0951, or Mr. Simeth’s cell phone at 725-7732.  Supervisor Gambino thanked him for attending.
Under Public comment:

Craig Cislo of Savage Rd. spoke, voicing many concerns over Savage Winery, which is next door to their home.  He stated they had a conditional Variance, and are exceeding the hours allowed in that Variance.  He stated there are parties there until 10 PM or 11 PM, and the language is unbelievable.  He stated there are Zumba and Yoga classes on Friday nights, parking is an issue, with cars parked on Savage Rd., people urinating on their property, and open burning of garbage.  Mr. Cislo stated that they built on to the building and then got a building permit weeks later.  He stated he wants them shut down, or at least be brought up to code.  The Board stated they will refer the matter to the Code Enforcement Officer.  
Robert Church of Creek Rd. stated that on Channel 4 News this evening, it was reported that the Marines would be training in the Erie County Forestry on Genesee Rd. and Genesee Rd. will be closed between Rt. 219 and Rt. 16.  Upon discussion, no one was aware of the closing of the road, including members of the Fire Company.  
Supervisor Gambino stated that, concerning the property along Gale’s Court, the surveyor has now placed stakes at the property corners.  She stated that the Town now needs to declare it surplus property and okay the sale of the property to the Buttinos.  She stated that it must then be published as a legal ad, and will be subject to a Permissive Referendum.  The following resolution, to be known as Resolution #21 of 2016, was then moved for adoption on a motion by Quinn, seconded by Morrell:

WHEREAS, all Board Members, having due notice of said meeting, and that pursuant to Article 7, §104 of the Public Officers Law, said meeting was open to the general public and due and proper notice of the time and place whereof was given as required by law; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Sardinia owns property identified as SBL# 311.18-1-14 and more fully described as follows:

ALL THAT TRACT OR PARCEL OF LAND, situate in the Town of Sardinia, County of Erie and State of New York, being part of Lot 18, Township 7, Range 5 of the Holland Land Company’s survey, bounded and described as follows:


Commencing at a point at the Northwest Corner of Lot 18;


thence Southerly along the West Line of Lot 18, a distance of 1023.0 feet recorded and 1013.71 feet measured;


thence continue southerly along said line, a distance of 50.00 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING;


thence turning an interior angle of 89° 40’ 15”, a distance of 264.00 feet;


thence turning an interior angle of 90° 19’ 45”, a distance of 32.50 feet;

BEING the same premises conveyed to the Town of Sardinia by Warranty Deed dated November 13, 1974 and recorded in the Erie County Clerk’s Office on November 14, 1974 in Liber 8229 at page 369.

WHEREAS, in accordance with Article 4, §62 (2) of the Town Law, the Town Board of the Town of Sardinia has the power to take, purchase, hold, lease, sell and convey real property as the purposes of the Town may require; and


WHEREAS, said municipal property described above is of no value to the Town of Sardinia and is declared to be surplus municipal property and can be sold for fair and adequate consideration; and 


WHEREAS, the Town of Sardinia has been contacted By Michael B. Buttino and Belinda A. Buttino expressing an interest in purchasing the property herein described; and

WHEREAS, said property has been surveyed by David Scott Freeman, Licensed Land Surveyor, on November 23, 2015, a copy of said survey is attached hereto as Exhibit A; and


WHEREAS, Michael B. Buttino and Belinda A. Buttino have offered the amount of $1.00 for this property and the Town of Sardinia believes this to be fair and adequate consideration.


NOW ON MOTION OF Quinn, which has been duly seconded by Morrell, now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Sardinia hereby determines that the property identified as SBL# 311.18-1-14 and more fully described above, is surplus municipal property and shall be sold to Michael B. and Belinda A. Buttino for fair and adequate consideration in the amount of $1.00. 

RESOLVED, that said local law is subject to a permissive referendum and shall become effective in thirty (30) days after its adoption, or, thereafter, upon approval by the affirmative vote of a majority of the qualified electors of the Town voting on such proposition for its approval, if within thirty (30) days after its adoption there is filed with the Town Clerk a petition signed and acknowledged by electors in the Town in number equal to at least twenty per centum of such electors in the Town, as shown on the register of electors for the previous general Town election, protesting against such act or resolution and requesting that it be submitted to the electors of the Town for their approval or disapproval; and be it further


RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Sardinia that this resolution shall not take effect until thirty (30) days after its adoption, as stated above such sale is subject to permissive referendum; and be it further   

RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk be and she hereby is directed to publish an abstract of this resolution in the official newspaper of the Town of Sardinia within (10) days of the adoption of same. 

Upon roll call vote, Earl, absent, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, aye, Gambino, aye.  So Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

The Supervisor stated that Chatfield Engineers has now submitted a new proposal for their services, based on the range of work the Board decided they would like to have completed this year.  She stated that the new proposal is for $27,825.00 for their oversight and bid packages, etc. for the rust jacking, front lintel repair, glass block replacement, boiler room back door replacement, tuck point brick on the back of the building, and boiler replacement.  On a motion by Morrell, seconded by Gambino, the Town Board accepted Chatfield Engineer’s proposal.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  Councilman Morrell asked the Supervisor to pass along the message to Chatfield that the Town would like to give priority to local bidders, as much as possible.  She stated she will pass that on.
Supervisor Gambino stated that Tammy George-Stevenson has contacted and would like the Board’s permission to use the Town’s playground facilities for a fitness program called The Playground Challenge, a program that they held last year, also.  The Supervisor stated they will be using the Town’s playgrounds twice, and that the Town still has her Certificate of Insurance from the Dancefit program she taught as part of the Town’s Winter Recreation program.  On a motion by Quinn, seconded by Morrell, Tammy George-Stevenson was given permission to hold the Playground Challenge program in the Town.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  
The Supervisor also informed that the Town has secured a grant in the amount of $50,000.00 through Senator Gallivan’s office for renovations to the pool house, and she has now received the paperwork, and information from the State was handed out to Board members and the Highway Superintendent.
The Supervisor reported that she has received a packet of Thank you letters from the Wildcat Youth Football Cheerleaders for allowing them to use the gym for their practices this past winter, and she read several of them.   She also noted that she has received the Fire Company’s Treasurer’s report; received a note from Carole Jones that she will not be able to cover the Board meeting this month for the Arcade Herald due to being out of town; informed that the Town will be receiving a donation of two park benches from the mother of R.D. Knight, a Joshua Drive resident who passed away in April, in his memory. The Supervisor stated that the Arcade Express Soccer Club, who used the back softball diamond at Veteran’s Park for the past 2 years, is now advertising adult soccer at the Park, as well as a youth soccer camp in August, for which there is a $125.00 fee for each child.  She stated that he has not requested the use of the Park for this year, nor did the Town have a valid Certificate of Insurance until this week.  The Highway Superintendent stated that he is not happy with the soccer net situation, stating that they never picked up the nets for the winter, left them there with bags of Sakcrete weighing them down, and a large tree fell on one of the 4 nets and destroyed it, the Sakrete turned into concrete, which his department had to clean up.   When he contacted Mr. Foote, who is in charge of the Club, he was told that they don’t use those nets anymore. Mr. Hopkins told him he has 30 days to pick the remaining nets up.  The Supervisor asked for a motion to allow the Arcade Express Soccer Club to use Veterans Park again this year.  On a motion by Hochadel, seconded by Morrell, the Arcade Area Express Soccer Club was given permission to use Veterans Park during the 2016 season, pending a valid Certificate of Insurance.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  Supervisor Gambino stated that she and other Town employees had taken the CPR recertification class recently, given by Fire Company member Mike Shaw, and Mr. Shaw relayed to her that there is a course available, which teaches Hands Only CPR, mainly for teaching hands-on CPRP for First Aid purposes, and no certificate issued, and the course is free of charge.  She stated that there is also a course which does provide a certificate, and the cost is $35.00 per person if there are 1 to 15 in the course and less if there are more registrants.  She stated that Mr. Shaw offered to teach these courses, if the Town would like to sponsor one or both.  After brief discussion, on a motion by Quinn, seconded by Morrell, the Board agreed to sponsor a free Hands Only CPR clinic.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.   The Supervisor stated she would get a date from him for the course.   Supervisor Gambino also stated that there have been phone calls made by residents to Erie County Highway Dept., asking for rumble strips on Genesee Rd. approaching the Stop sign at Rt. 16, and approaching the Stop sign at Savage Rd., coming down the hill.  She has now been asked if the Town Board could write a letter to County Legislator John Mills asking for the strips.  Board members were in favor, and the Supervisor will write the letter.  
Supervisor Gambino stated that the next item on the agenda is a resolution to hire pool and recreation staff.  The following resolution, to be known as Resolution #22 of 2016, was then moved for adoption on a motion by Quinn, seconded by Hochadel:
