7-14-2016 – JULY REGULAR MEETING

Supervisor Gambino called the Regular meeting to order at 6:30 PM, with the Pledge to the Flag, led by Veteran Tony Korcz.

The Supervisor stated that the first item on the agenda was the approval of last month’s minutes.  The Town Clerk has submitted the minutes of the June 9, 2016 Public Hearing on a Special Use Permit for the Lindquist kennel permit, and the June 9, 2016 regular Board meeting, and on a motion by Morrell, seconded by Hochadel, those minutes were approved as submitted.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the next item is for payment of the bills. On a motion by Hochadel, seconded by Morrell, Warrant #7 of 2016, including vouchers #329 through #410, totaling $119,849.12, of which $26,977.15 was General Fund, $90,133.07 was Highway Fund, $1,012.35 was Lighting District Fund, and $1,726.55 was Fire District Fund, was approved for payment.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the Board has some business that cannot wait until the August Board meeting, and stated she would like to take care of later this month.  She stated that the Board only has 62 days to make a decision on the Lindquist kennel permit, and the August meeting would be too late, so she would like to schedule a Work Session for the Board to come to a consensus on what stipulations, number of dogs, etc., if any, they would like to include in that Special Use Permit.    She stated that the Planning Board has suggested a Work Session to discuss possible legislation concerning solar farms, and feels that could be on the same night, possibly after the Board has conducted its business.  She stated she would also like to hold 2 Public Hearings, also, on the same night, on two Special Use Permits applications.  After discussion, on a motion by Gambino, seconded by Hochadel, the Board scheduled a Public Hearing on the Detor Special Use Permit application for 6:10 PM on August 4, 2016, as well as a Public Hearing on the Beicke Special Use Permit at 6:20 PM, and a Work Session for 6:30 PM, to be joined by the Planning Board at 7:00 PM.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  
The Supervisor reported that she has also received the Fire Company’s Treasurer’s report and audit, and reported that Mike Shaw has agreed to instruct a Community CPR course, which will be free of charge, on Saturday, August 13th at 10 AM in the gym.  
Departmental Reports:

Councilman Morrell stated that the Senior Citizens have just given him information on their next trip, which will be on September 24, 2016, and is a 3 hour train ride in Pennsylvania.  He stated the cost is $89.00 per person, if they can get 40 people to go, and $99.00 if there are less than 40 attendees.  Mr. Morrell stated they are charging people $25.00 per person, and would like the Town to pick up the balance of the cost.  On a motion by Gambino, seconded by Hochadel, the Board agreed to pick up the balance of the cost, not to exceed $3,400.00.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  Mr. Morrell also stated he feels that the Board should get going on the boilers replacement project, stating that winter will be here before we know it.  
Councilman Quinn reported that Recreation is going well, and the Youth Board had a short meeting in the Park.   

Councilman Hochadel reported that there was no Springville Control Center meeting and there is not another one scheduled until September. Mr. Hochadel stated that the Concerts in the Park started last night, July 13th, and there were about 50 people in attendance, perhaps because of the extremely hot weather, but the Historical Society did the refreshments and sold out of hotdogs and went and purchased more.  Mr. Hochadel also reported that he called Legislator Mills about the huge hole in Middle Rd. due to a culvert replacement.  He stated that the Legislator has agreed to come out and look at the road.  
Highway Superintendent Don Hopkins reported that his bills contain $80,000.00 worth of blacktop and chip seal.  He stated that leaves about $40,000.00 for road materials.  He stated he would like to use $5,000.00 for culvert work on Cross Rd., $7,000.00 for paving the last of Wagner Rd., and $20,000.00 for recycling some of the side streets in Town.  On a motion by Gambino, seconded by Hochadel, the Board agreed to execute the Agreement to Spend Town Highway Funds. Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.   Mr. Hopkins reported that the pool is running fantastically, due to the new pump, which is must faster.  He also stated that the lifeguard staff this year is great.  The Highway Superintendent then informed that a new State program called PAVENY will be providing an additional $9,100.00 in funding to the Town, in addition to the CHIPS money.  He stated that, according to the State, the PAVENY program is a 4 year program.   Mr. Hopkins then introduced new Highway Dept. employee Christopher Dabolt of Sardinia and his son Christopher, to the Board and the audience, and next month there will be another new hire introduced.  The Highway Superintendent stated he has been approached by several uniform companies and feels that this might be a good idea to look into.  He stated that many of the jobs they do, such as blacktopping and other highway department related tasks, are very dirty and feels that since he and his crew are out in the public eye, it would be beneficial to use such a service.  He stated that each employee would be provided 5 sets of shirts and pants each week.  He stated he would be looking to supplement his budget for such a service.  The Supervisor suggested that he look into the costs and then present it to the Board.  Mr. Hopkins stated he will get some prices together.  
Public Comments Included:
Waste Management’s Operations Manager Mike Mahar announced that they will be holding an Open House on Friday August 5th from 3 PM until 7 PM, and will be providing food and tours of the facility at that event.  He stated everyone will be receiving invitations in the mail.  Mr. Mahar also announced that the new Operations Manager for the facility is Chris Chapman of Sardinia.  
Tony Korcz, Building Cleaner, stated that the bushes in the front of the building need to be removed because they are too close to the building and their roots are so big that they are threatening the foundation.  He stated that it has been suggested that a small wall of pavers, two block high, be put in front of where the bushes would be removed, and a small garden area with some new, smaller shrubs and some flowers, be put in, as well as new curbs in front of the wall.  He stated that the curbs currently in place are broken and the re-bar is sticking out.  He stated he estimates that the cost would be about $1,200.00.  The Supervisor stated she would also like to see that done.  On a motion by Gambino, seconded by Quinn, the project was given approval.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.  Mr. Korcz also stated he would like to see the coal door in the back of the building replaced, and also, during this good, dry weather would be a good time to fix the roof on the back vestibule.  He also noted that he feels it is a waste to put in new, more efficient boilers when the windows in the building are so bad, and lose so much heat.  He questioned why we don’t get new windows.   Mr. Korcz also stated that a new vacuum cleaner is needed for the Town Hall, and that someone used it and it is now hardly working.  He stated that he would like a commercial vacuum, but stated that the cost would be over $500.00.  It was suggested that whatever kind he ends up purchasing for the Town, a lock should be put on the door to the closet where it is stored.  The Supervisor asked Mr. Korcz to get prices on a new vacuum cleaner.  
Highway Superintendent Hopkins stated he had a couple of more comments, first suggesting, as to the decorative wall and the curbing in front of the building, that the curbing should be set back far enough that the wall can be seen.   He also wanted to commend the Fire Company, stating that the Park was fantastic and clean after the Carnival this year and told them that they did a great job.
Supervisor Gambino stated she has spoken to Disaster Coordinator Gerry Whittington reported that the House Numbering project is progressing, and Genesee Rd. is now complete from Rt. 16 to Warner Gulf Rd.  Councilman Earl asked complete the numbering, and Rt. 16, Rt. 39, and Miller Ave. will done next, hopefully starting on July 23rd.  She was told by Mr. Whittington that he will be putting up a flier at the Fire Halls asking for help from the Firemen.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the next item is a resolution to approve an application for a new member of the Fire Company.  The following resolution, to be known as Resolution #25 of 2016, was moved for adoption by Gambino, seconded by Hochadel:
RESOLUTION #25 – 2016
APPOINTMENT OF CHAFFEE-SARDINIA VOLUNTEER FIREMAN 
WHERE AS the Sardinia Town Board is in receipt of the application of Jordan M. Roblee applying for a volunteer position as Firefighter to the Chaffee-Sardinia Memorial Fire Company, and 
WHERE AS the Sardinia Town Board supports and approves this appointment,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board approves the appointment of Jordan M. Roblee as Fireman to the Chaffee-Sardinia Memorial Fire Department.

Upon roll call vote, Earl, absent, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, aye, Gambino, aye.  So Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

The Supervisor stated that she received a phone call and a follow-up letter from Brian Tavernier, Executive Director of the Boys & Girls Club of Holland, asking for the Board’s consideration of financial support for the Club.  She stated that Mr. Tavernier’s letter states that they 425 youth annually who attend, and 53 who are from Sardinia, Chaffee, and East Concord.  The letter stated that they have always had Club members that were from Sardinia who attended Holland School, but are now starting to serve members from Pioneer School.  The Supervisor asked for Board input, and Councilman Morrell suggested that the matter be tabled until the Board can discuss the matter more. The matter was tabled.

Supervisor Gambino stated that the Girl Scouts have sent a letter requesting use of the cafeteria and gym at the Town Hall again, during the upcoming 2016-2017 school year, for their Troop meetings held on the 1st and 3rd Thursdays of each month.  The following resolution, to be known as Resolution #26 of 2016, was then moved for adoption by Morrell, seconded by Quinn:
RESOLUTION #26 - 2016

APPROVAL OF GIRL SCOUTS OF WNY ENCHANTED MOUNTAINS NE TO UTILIZE THE TOWN HALL
 DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR OF 2016/2017
 
 WHEREAS, the Sardinia Town Board has received a request from the Girl Scouts of WNY Enchanted Mountains NE to utilize the Sardinia Town Hall gym, kitchen, bathrooms, and recreation room for Troop meetings during the 2016/2017 school year on the first and third Thursday’s beginning in September, and

WHEREAS, the Girl Scouts of WNY Enchanted Mountains NE have their insurance policy on file with the Town Clerk’s Office, and 
WHEREAS, the Girl Scouts group has always been respectful of the building and staff, and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Sardinia Town Board approves the request of the Girl Scouts of WNY Enchanted Mountains NE to utilize the Town Hall rooms requested during the 2016/2017 school year.

Upon roll call vote, Earl, absent, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, aye, Gambino, aye.  So Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

The Supervisor stated that the need for a Town credit card has been raised, this time by the Building Caretaker.  It was explained that many times, items, such as repair parts, can only be ordered on-line from the manufacturer, and because the companies do not accept anything but an on-line order and credit card payment, the Caretaker has used his own credit card in the past and then has to wait for a month for reimbursement.  She stated that Tax exempt status can also be a problem with personal credit cards.  Ms. Gambino suggested that a Town of Sardinia credit card could be kept in the Clerk’s office, or the Supervisor’s office, and could have a credit limit of $500.00, since purchases of over that amount must be approved by the Board.  She noted that she has also attached a draft “Town of Sardinia Credit Card Use Policy” to the agenda.  The Supervisor stated she could go to Community Bank and apply for the card, if approved by the Board.  Board members agreed that there are instances where only a credit card can be used, and therefore, on a motion by Morrell, seconded by Hochadel, the Board gave its approval for applying for a Town of Sardinia credit card and gave approval of the attached policy.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
Supervisor Gambino stated that the last item on the agenda is a resolution to support the balance of funding for the pool house project, as requested by the NY State Dormitory Authority.  On a motion by Hochadel, seconded by Quinn, the following resolution, to be known as Resolution #27 of 2016, was moved for adoption:
RESOLUTION #27 – 2016
SUPPORT OF BALANCE OF FUNDING FOR STATE AND MUNICIPAL FACILITIES CAPITAL PROGRAMS
WHEREAS, the Town of Sardinia has been awarded $50,000.00 fifty thousand dollars to update the pool house to be compatible with the Americans with Disabilities Act, and 
WHEREAS, the total cost of the project has been estimated at around $72,000.00 seventy-two thousand, and 
WHEREAS, the Dormitory Authority State of New York would like confirmation by way of resolution that the Town of Sardinia is committed to provide the balance of the funds not covered by the $50,000.00 awarded amount to cover the balance of the cost of the pool house upgrades, and 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Sardinia Town Board approves and agrees to fund the balance of the pool house with its ADA upgrades that will not be covered by the State and Municipal Facilities Capital Programs.

Upon roll call vote, Earl, absent, Hochadel, aye, Morrell, aye, Quinn, aye, Gambino, aye.  So Resolved, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

Veteran and American Legion member Tony Korcz reminded those in attendance that the Legion’s annual Steak Bake fundraiser will be held on Saturday August 6th at the Genesee Rd. Veterans Park and tickets are now available from any Legion member.  
There being no further business to come before the Board, on a motion by Quinn, seconded by Morrell, the meeting was adjourned at 7:05 PM.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
