Another successful summer of Prime-

time programming has come and 

gone.  

A total of 44 local not-for-profit agencies 

were funded this summer, including 

agencies who worked in the Secure 

Youth Detention facility, located at 810 

East Ferry Street in Buffalo.  

Approximately 5,000 youth all across 

Erie County were directly served as a 

result of Primetime funding. Programs 

ranged from academic remediation to 

reading challenges to swimming, 

kayaking, and archery. 

Primetime ran from approximately July 

7th-September 6th. During this critical 

period when youth are out of school and 

most vulnerable, these 44 funded agen-

cies stepped in to provide critical ser-

vices that are often lacking during the 

summer months.  

Year Round programs will continue to 

operate through the end of this calendar 

year. For this and all future funding 

cycles, special attention is being paid to 

prioritized Service Categories. Programs 

that focus on at least one of these cate-

gories will be highly favored: Mentoring; 

Gang, Violence, & Bullying Prevention; 

Educational Enrichment; Job Readiness; 

and Health Nutrition & Physical Activi-

ties.  

Thank you to all those providing ser-

vices to Erie County youth in 2014. It 

was certainly a summer to remember!

The King Urban Life Center After-

School and Summer Programs have 

been in existence since 2002 at 945 Gen-

esee Street on the East Side of Buffalo, 

providing a fun, educational and safe 

environment for youth ages 8 – 15.   

 

 

 

 

The Year-Round, After-School Program 

runs from Monday – Friday, from 3:30 – 

6:30pm. The Prime Time Summer Pro-

gram runs from Monday – Friday from  

12pm – 5pm. The youth develop art pro-

jects, design jewelry, and design dream 

catchers. They create and program Lego 

robots and learn Microsoft Office pro-

grams. They use Skills Tutor (an online 

academic skills program) and Khans 

Academy, and they attend daily ELA, 

math, art and technology workshops. In 

addition, the youth play educational 

computer games, receive homework as-

sistance, and go on field trips. Snacks 

and summer lunches are provided and 

they are cared for by a loving and nur-

turing staff.  

 

Primetime participants observed court 

case proceedings and received a tour of 

the Erie County Morgue. They learned 

how autopsies are performed, why they 

are performed, and organ donations.

Youth participated in activities that 

stressed team-building and community 

awareness, such as a scavenger hunt.
