3. COMM. 2E-14 (2019) 
 COUNTY EXECUTIVE

grant; and

contract tem for an additional one year period to allow the agencies to complete the terms and 
conditions of the grant.

RESOLVED, that authorization is provided to extend the grant period of 160QID5ILS1517 in 

the County Attorney’s Office to December 31, 2019; and be it further 
 

 RESOLVED, that the Director of Budget and Management is hereby authorized to adjust 
items of appropriations and revenues which may be impacted by changes to the grantor award, 
provided there are no changes to authorized personnel levels and county share amounts; and be it
