The Sardinia Town Board held a Special Meeting on October 7, 2014, at the Town Hall/Community Center.  Supervisor Gambino called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with the Pledge to the Flag.  

Attorney DiMatteo explained the purpose of the meeting, stating that there seemed to be some confusion about that.  He stated that the Board will be immediately going into Executive Session to discuss ongoing litigation.  He stated that there will be a ZBA hearing tomorrow night, October 8th, to hear an application for a variance for an accessory use building, and the ZBA will be setting up a hearing on the Manfred Koch, Mark I, LLC application for an area variance for the Hutchinson Hill Town Houses project.  ZBA Chairman Ron Phillips confirmed this, and stated that the tentative date for the Mark I, LLC hearing will be October 22nd.

Supervisor Gambino stated she would like to set up a Public hearing on the CDBG grant projects, a special meeting for adopting a resolution for application of a project, and a Work Session to review the 2015 Budget.  She stated she would like to have it during the day and all three on the same day.  A time for the meetings was discussed, and Councilman Montgomery wanted it at 3 PM, but the other Board members preferred earlier in the day.  The Supervisor suggested the meetings be held on Wednesday October 22, 2014, that the Public Hearing on the CDBG grant be held at 10:00 AM, a Special Meeting to act on the resolution at 10:15 AM, and the Work Session on the Budget at 10:30 AM.  On a motion by Gambino, seconded by Hochadel, the meetings will be held on October 22, 2014, starting at 10:00 AM.  Carried, Hochadel, Morrell, and Gambino voting aye, Montgomery voting no, and Earl, absent.  
On a motion by Morrell, seconded by Hochadel, the Board then went into Executive Session at 7:09 PM to discuss ongoing litigation.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

On a motion by Morrell, seconded by Hochadel, the Board moved back into the Special Session at 8:02 PM.  Carried, 4 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
There being no further business to come before the Board, on a motion by Morrell, seconded by Hochadel, the Special Town Board meeting was adjourned at 8:03 PM.  Carried, 4 ayes, 1 absent, o noes.
